
Road Safety Advisory Committee Terms of Reference 

Preamble  

The Road Safety Advisory Committee was created to ensure safe roadways within the City of 

Thorold.  

Mandate  

The Road Safety Advisory Committee provides a community perspective on road safety issues, 

promotes public awareness and education for road safety initiatives and programs, with an aim 

to enhance community participation and cooperation. The Committee will consult and promote 

partnerships with other committees and agencies, while supporting ongoing City programs and 

projects in an effort to raise the profile of road safety in the City of Thorold. 

Goals and Purpose  

The purpose of the Road Safety Advisory Committee is to promote road safety for all methods 

of transportation, including pedestrian, cyclist and vehicular traffic. The Committee will act in 

an advisory capacity to Thorold City Council.  

Through the creation of various initiatives and programs, the Committee will regularly 

disseminate information to the public on various road safety issues. 

Membership  

The Committee shall consist of the following members: 

• Councillors (Minimum of 1)

• Niagara Regional Police Officer (1)

• At-large members (6) 

The City’s Manager, Engineering, and Manager, Public Works, will support the Committee as 

the City of Thorold’s staff liaisons. 

Meeting Frequency 

The Committee shall meet on a quarterly basis.
